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Abstract :

Kings of early period of eighteenth dynasty were capable of supplying Egypt's
borders ,and increasing her possession. That period testified many military campaigns
and then circumstances was being calm in what is on campaigns for the calming of the
staff who were trying the revolution against the domination and the Egyptian's
influence on their land .If the kings in the early period of eighteenth dynasty Wanted
to reward their military leaders on what they carried out from military victories things
is controversial in the Amarna pressing in addition to the importance of this period
,where from the religion interchange which was certainly had been played a role in
that period . This study spots on military leaders who were given religion and
managerial high posts in Amarna period , with the fixing on the military posts which
filled it and the nature of these posts and their military background , also the influence
of these leaders o the current events at Amarna period ,and the role they had played at
that period and the results.

The study was divided into three parts and an end . First onc is for civilian
administration , the first section from that part stresses on the light on the Vizier and
his responsibilities and the military leaders who filled this position at Amarna period .
While the sccond section had reached treasure management and the overscer of the
treasure and his duties, also the granaries management and the overseer of the
granaries and the military leaders who occupied these position . As for the third
section the works management was taken possession which is men were rise like
pulling out the blocks of stone and metals and statues ,and building works on which
the role of army men did excellent work in it .Also the overseer of works , the
overseer of royal works , the overseer of capitals and cities works, the overseer of the
necropolis and its disciples works, the overseer of the quarries and wealth works ,and
the army leaders who held these positions at Amarna .The fourth section had reached
for Nubian management nd the viceroy ol Nubian and his dutics jand the military
leaders who filled this position .

The second part was for the royal court management and some positions and titles
correlated by the royal court ,where the first section extended to royal Harem
management and the overseer of the royal 1larem ,and the military leaders who were
held this position .Also the embellishment chamber and some correlated functions
hich is the overseer of embellishment chamber and door keeper . But the second
section for the royal possession management , high steward and the errands which
s given to him , and the military leaders who occupied these position .As the third
sction was taken possession for study some ol honorable titles which the military
ers carried at the Amarna period ,which was the surname of a god's father and the
ation of his carrier by the royal court , as for the surname of the fan carrier on the
ght of the king ,and the role which he played in the royal court , also the surname of
myal scribe ,and the surname of the hereditary prince .The third part was for
ghigion management ,where the first section was about the priesthood of the temple
d the high priest and the role which he played inside the temple , and the military
aders who filled this position . The second section was for some managements inside
2 temple like the treasure of the temple management and the overseer of the treasure
temple . also the granaries management of the temple, and its overseer ,and the
management of the temple , and the overseer of the cattle of the temple, and the
leaders who held these posts during the period of the study .Finally the study
ed by an end which contained the most important results .
