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Summary

The Kings of Napata played an important role in the phenomena
of Archaism in 25™. And 26™ . Dynasty . Many of them took the Titles of
some former Egyptian Kings. And the king piye in his famous stelae
turned back to OE and imitated the stela of thutmosis III which was stood
near Gebel Barkal.

It is important to say that imitation or copying ancient works was
not only in Saite period, but it was found in some former ages. The reason
of this phenomena in Saite period is that it was one of the wide spread
intellectual doctrines in Egypt that Time, just like paying attention for the
formalities of religion more than its core, and also being attracted to the

new Greek culture and civilization.

Saites in Asasif turned back to imitate the funerary temples of New
kingdom kings. The tombs of the kings of Napata influenced by Pyramid
complexes of Old Kingdom kings, and the royal and private tombs of the
New kingdom.

As for the Funerary scenes in Asaif necroopalis in saite period, it
turned back to that of the first half of XVIII™ . Dynasty, like pilgrimage
and transportation of funeral furniture. Some Saite tombs in Asasif copied

some scenes form the temple of Hatshepsut at Deir el — Bahari,

Pyramid and caffin texts were found in saite period in Gizeh,
Saqqara and El —Matariyeh necropolises because the tombs of these

necropolises were small.



All tombs in Saggara necropolis ageed in selction of paragraphs
which put in the some order and written in the same way. So it different

form its resemblance in Old and Middle Kingdom.

Sarcophagues and coffins of Saite period and kings of Napata were
Inscribed with pyramid texts, and some texts form that on the Royal
Sarcophogyues of XVIII™ Dynasty

Saites did not restrict with copying but they had some additions
like picturing of gods purifying the dead, picturing the dead acts the
royal rites (Bahria and Siwa oasis tombs), picturing of labors in formal
garments, and giving away the wife and picturing the mother of the dead

in her place (most of Asasif tombs).

As for the source on which Kings of Napata and Saites depend, it
was not only one. There were some scenes and texts which copied form
older source, and there were others which only Influenced by some older

styles.
