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Summary:

This study is interested in the priests and officials in the royal pyramid groups
in the old and middle kingdoms. The study is divided into six chapters as following:

chapter one:

This chapter is interested in the funerary priests from the rank of hm-ntr who
served the dead king in his pyramid. Most of their other titles are related to the
priesthood in the funerary temples of the pyramids but on the level of the lower
ranks. The funerary service was made in front of the statues of the king which in the
five chapels in the funerary temple. Little examples for the title hm-ntr are dated to
the middle kingdom period.

chapter two:

This chapter is interested in the supervision offices of the pyramid cities, and
the supervisors of the funerary priests from the rank of hm-ntr. Heredity played an
important role in this kind of supervision offices. Most of these priests were from the
lower rank, although the titles of the supervision offices in the pyramid cities were a
principal element in the titles list of the viziers.

chapter three:

This chapter is interested in the purifier priests from the rank of w<b who
served the alive and the dead king. In most cases, the name of the pyramid city was
added to the title web. The purifier priests were from the lower ranks. The title wb
200 was one of the high ranks.

chapter four:

This chapter is interested in the ranks of the purifier priests that were similar
to the ranks of hm-ntr. The rank shd “inspector” was the most common and
determined rank. It is worth mentioning that most of them were from the lower
ranks.

chapter five:

This chapter is interested in the ritual priest and singers in the pyramid cities.
Many priests from different ranks in the old kingdom held the title hry-hb, but no one
of them mentioned the name of the king or the name of the pyramid. In the middle
kingdom, they added the name of the king or the pyramid to their title. This rank of
priests is considered the second rank after the rank of hm-ntr. The singers worked in
the gods temples and in the funerary temples alike.

chapter six:

This chapter is interested in the officials of the pyramid cities. Some
administrative officials participated with the priests in the administration of the
pyramid cities. The overseer of the pyramid city was the head of them and who was
the vizier in the most of times. Some of these officials concerned with the inner affairs
and others concerned with the outer affairs.

As a general conclusion, the officials’ participated with the priests in the
administration of the pyramid city, and the vizier was on the head of them because
. the supervision of the activities in the pyramid cities was a part of the vizarate job.

Some of princes of the old kingdom participated in the rituals and funerary
services in the pyramid cities. In addition, the heredity played an important role in
sccupation of the priestly offices in the pyramid cities. Moreover, many priests
worked for more than one king.' The promotion system was applied to among the
ranks of priests and officials in the pyramid cities.

Finally, we can say that the priests in the pyramid city were from the lower

d middle ranks while its supervisors were from the high ranks.
