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Summary

This thesis is Study about the cults, deities and temples in
Memphis the New Kingdom.

Memphis had been founded at the beginning of dynastic history
to be the capital of the united Kingdoms of upper and Lower

Egypt.

Its position, thirteen miles south of modern Cairo and twenty-five
miles south of the apex of the Delta controlled the
communications of both Kingdoms.

Egyptian texts call Memphis “the Balance of the Two Lands™.

Originally Memphis was named “white Fortress”. Probably it
consisted initially of a fortified royal residence and administrative
Palace and the temple of ptah, the creator god of Memphis :
Round these the official and domestic quarters of the city must
have grown.

Mennefer, the pyramid-city of Pepi I became the commonest
name for the city as a whole.

From the New Kingdom Memphis was called Aukh-tawy (life of
the two lands). Memphis was always the metropolitan heart of
Ancient Egypt through out her long history.

In the early dynasties, the necropolis of Memphis lay on the
Western desert escarpment immediately above the city ,

It was under the Protection of the earth god Sokar, whose name
has Survived in the modern Saqqara Much of the mud-brick city
lies beneath cultivated fields, and has below the water table for
centuries.

Adjoining the citadel was the equally massive temple enclosure
of Ptah (south of this wall).

This brick enclosure probably dates to about 1100 B.C., and what
has been recovered of the great temple to Ramesside Period. It is
quite Possible that large Parts of the Ramesside temple were still
Standing in the fourth century. Near the Ptah temple was stall and
sanctuary of Ptah’s herald.



The divine bull called the (Living Apis) and beside it stall of his
mother.

From the Ptah temple a main canal led south Hathor, lady of the
(southern) Sycomore; the image of Ptah was carried annually in
festival in the divine barque to visit her.

The number of Known deities in and about Memphis in New
Kingdom times forty is not fewer than forty and ten foreign
deities.

Popular Religion in ancient Egypt is made up of the Egyptian
people themselves

In the our Study of popular Cults in Memphis the New Kingdom
Period there are many Cities:

1- On the site of the present west hall of the temple of Ptah
for Ptah who Hears Prayer where founded almost all of the
votive stelae dedicated to Ptah.

2- In town- chapels of Gods.

3- In the area lying from east to west Parallel to and north of
the Great Sphinx of the old Kingdom age.

4- The cult of Sekhmet of Sahure was located in the south part
of the funerary temple of Sahure, at Abusir ; some votive
stelaec from the New Kingdom were set in the south of the
pillared court or Carved in those walls.
