During the Prehistoric times, the Hero was related in the
Ancient Egyptian Beliefs with the Ruler, while it became God
Aha (Bes) inscribed on the Popular Magical Wands during the
Middle Kingdom.

Shed appeared in the New Kingdom and continued in different
Forms in Christian and Moslem eras afterwards.

Saint George and even the Christ himself took the shape of the
Saviour god Shed trampling on the dangerous animals like
Lions or Snakes...etc.

Although being of a pure Egyptian Origin, Shed acquired some
asiatic characteristics and features affected by some Other
imported Asiatic Gods like Reshep.

This Asiatic effect was mainly due to the wars of Egypt against
its eastern enemies, which required some kind of
""Asiatisation" of the Saviour Hero to be able to face the
""Asiatisation" of the eastern brutal enemy.
