We have found hundreds of thousands of stone jars in the tombs
and pyramids of Egypt, all of which indicate to the status and importance
of Stone vessels in ancient Egypt.

Egypt was the hometown of stone vessels, as provided by the
various Types of hard rock and soft rock which used by ancient
Egyptians in the manufacture of this huge number of stone vessels,
which varied between Traditional patterns of usual appearance, and
patterns of unusual appearance as plant , animal motifs and other various
decorations.

We may judge from reality Images pots which were on the walls of
temples and tombs, and the reality of various forms of stone vessels
which appeared in the hieroglyphic inscriptions, that the pots of the
Ancient Egyptian were multiple forms and appropriate for various uses.

This Dissertation is concerned with the typology, the dating and the
function of stone vessels, since prehistoric periods until the End of
Middle kingdom period.
