Religious buildings remaining in South Sinai governorate till the end
of the Ayoubid age
(20— 648 A.H / 641 — 1250 A.D)

Abstract:

The thesis previews the Religious buildings remaining in South Sinai
governorate from the Islamic conquest of Egypt to the end of the Ayoubid age (20 — 648
A.H - 641 - 1250 A.D). The thesis contains a preamble, introduction and three parts; the
preamble and introduction give information about Sinai linguistically besides the
location of Sinali, the population and the roads in Sinai and Sinai before the Islamic age.

The first part treats Sinai historically commencing from the Islamic conquest to
the end of the Ayoubid age. It is branched under this part an abstract of the history of
Sinai commencing from the Islamic conquest to the end of the Abbasid age, and the
history of Sinai from the beginning of the Fatimid State till its fall. The conclusion of this
part displays an outline about the history of Sinai in the Ayoubid age.

The second part: The descriptive study of the mosques in South Sinai till the end
of the Ayoubid age. This part includes the precise architectural description of the
mosques in South Sinai like Raya Fort Mosque at Al-Tur, the mosques in Saint
Catherine (Saint Catherine Monastery Mosque — Moses Mount Mosque — Mill Mount
Mosque), mosques in Al-Gendi Castle (The Place of Prayer (Mosalla) — Over-tank
Mosque — Al-Djame’ Mosque — Valt-Ceiling Mosque) and the mosque in Taba Castle.

The third part: The analytical study of the research topics. The part included
analyzing the architectural elements (planning — materials of construction), elements of
utilities (platform (mimbar) — mihrab — minaret), the holding elements (posts (columns —
pillars), the carried elements (arches — ceilings — shorrafat [ornaments on the on top of
the wall of the mosque]) and analyzing the elements of ornament, plant, geometric and
Kofi calligraphies. The thesis has the vision for these mosques in case of their completion
in addition to several geometric projections and photographs pictures for the topics of
the thesis.

The conclusion of the thesis contains the results that the researcher reached and
the indexes of the portraits and topics.
