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Abstract

participating in different funerary rites.

The introduction shows the importance of the study of the role of
smrin the ancient Egyptian funerary rites.

Chapter two shows the role of smr in number of funerary rituals
such as purification, offering, carrying the coffin, and going to the
necropolis ....... etc.

Chapter three deals with the role of smr in the opening of the
mouth ritual.

Chapter four shows the role of the group called smrw 2in different
funeral rites.

The conclusion included the most important results of the study
among which, the study proved that the title smr represented a very
important position in the ancient Egyptian priesthood, and smrwas a rank
among a group known as smrw included other ranks like smr tpy, smr
w<ty, smr tkn without a certain order of those ranks. The study also
believed that there was a relation between smrand the deity Horus, so the
study considered smr as the priest of Horus if not his personification in
the funerary rites.
