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Summary

One of the reasons that makes the student choose the subject
of this study which concerning "The effect and Affection
between the Egyptian civilization and Civilization of South of
the Nile Valley" is the clear effect for the Egyptian Civilization
on Civilization of south of the Nile valley, therefore the student
wishes to study this effect and affection between these two
civilizations from several points and different subjects.

We can conclude this study in, the intellectual, civilized and
ideological connection between Egypt and Nubia. In addition to
historical and geographical connection which is clear in
smilarity in the historical periods and the national extension of



the Egyptian Land southerly. Therefore, there was a close
relation between Egypt and the citizens of this region and this
relation changed by the change of the conditions: once it is
peace and another it is unneighbourly.

From the relieves and inscriptions we can observe the
relation between Nubian Deities and their Egyptian counterparts
in their forms, titles and roles with stimulation to the local style
to some Nubian Deities. Fro example, the deity Arensnuphis is
similar to Onuris — shu in his form, also the deity Mandulis is
similar to Horus in his form, the deity Apedmak looks like the
Egyptian deity Mahes in his form and titles, also the deity
Sebiumeker looks like the Egyptian deity Atum in his form and
the Egyptian deity Osiris in his titles.
