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Abstract

This Ph. D. Thesis entitled "The King Taharqa: Historical and
cultural Study" included an Introduction, six Chapters,
Conclusion, Schedules and finally lists of Arabic and English

The first Chapter entitled "The Kingdom of Kush and its
important Rulers" deals with an Introduction about the Egyptian
political and historical extension into Nubia during the Pharonic
Period, and the relationship between Egypt and Nubia. It deals
also with the Kingdom of Napata, the roots of its Kings such as
King Alara, King Pi, King Kashta and King Sabitku.
