The second intermediate period “SIP” is one of the darkest periods in the Egyptian history

- whish still causes a lot of argument between scholars. This is due to the lack of archaeological
materials at the Delta from this period, and the fact that it was the first time in which Egypt was
ruled partly by foreign people. By the extension of excavation at eastern Delta more sites which

- contain material culture from the SIP were discovered, which gave the opportunity to study the
